What’s Happening in SB?

Ship Bottom Ordinances
Ordinance 2024 — 12C — Commercial
vehicles cannot park on the east or west side
of Long Beach Blvd for more than 1 hour.
Ordinance 2024 — 13C — Salt for deicing
must be stored in a container that will not
allow leakage of excess salt into the
environment.

Ordinance 2024 — 14C — Street trees that
are removed must be replaced if their trunk
diameter is 2.5 inches or more.

Ordinance 2024 — 15C — regulation of storm
water control

Ordinance 2024 — 16C — Drones must not
fly below 400 ft over beach while lifeguards on
duty and over public buildings and parks.
Ordinance 2024 — 17 — Sets salary
guidelines for all employees of Ship Bottom.
Ordinance 2024 — 18 — LBI Grade School
Redevelopment Plan
