Flooding on LB Blvd during recent storm

If you live on the southern end of Ship Bottom,
you are no stranger to the frequent flooding on
28" St and the surrounding area. So, what is
happening with the promised pump station on
28" St.

The SBTA has been in contact with the Ocean
County Engineering Department regarding the
status of the Central and 28" street pump
station in Ship Bottom project. As you know,
the contract was awarded, and the
preconstruction meeting was held October 25,
2023. Engineering advised that construction is
now anticipated to begin this winter, weather
dependent, as “some of the contract items
have long lead times that contractor is waiting
on. Also, we have not been able to commence

construction due to the Atlantic City Electric
strike. There are overhead wires at the site
that need to be deactivated to permit the
construction equipment to operate safely.”
